By imparting 

practical skills and building confidence, this initiative empowers students to effectively handle 

eve-teasers or potential threats. By taking charge of their personal defence and security, 

students are equipped with the tools to navigate the world with confidence and resilience. 

The College has taken proactive steps to ensure the safety and security of its students and 

staff by establishing various committees to coordinate and supervise different aspects of 

campus life.
